1.7 Term

(a) Tax Status

The Member acknowledges that the Company will elect to be taxed as an electing
small business corporation under the provisions of Subchapter S of the Internal
Revenue Code. Notwithstanding such tax treatment, the Member acknowledges
and agrees that the Company shall be a limited liability company for state law
purposes, under the provisions of the Act, the Articles of Organization, and this
Agreement.

{b) Maintenance of “8"” Status

The Member hereby acknowledges that the Company has or will file a Form 2553
(Election by a Small Business Corporation) with the Internal Revenue Service and
that the election made pursuant to the filing is or will be in force and effect for all
periods. Except as otherwise provided herein, during the term of this Agreement
and the continuation of the Company's S corporation election under § 1362 of the
Internal Revenue Code, no Member shall take any action which would cause the
revocation or termination of the Company’s S election (under § 1362(a) of the
Internal Revenue Code) and any attempt to take such an action shall be null and
void and without effect. Any transfer to or attempt to transfer any Membership
Units to any of the following shall be null, void and without effect:

(1) A person whose ownership of the Membership Units would cause the
Company to have a number of Members (Members of an “S” corporation)
in excess of the number permitted by § 1361(b)(1)(A) of the Internal
Revenue Code;

4.2  Authority of Member
(a) In General

The Member shall have the sole and exclusive right to manage the business of the
Company. The Member is the Company's agent and shall have authority to take
all actions on behalf of the Company, including but not limited to incurring debt,
entering contracts, acquiring and transferring assets of the Company (including but
not limited to real property), and executing and delivering any deed of trust,
mortgage, guarantee, note or other evidence of indebtedness, lease agreement,
security agreement, financing statement, contract of sale, or other instrument
purporting to convey or encumber, in whole ot in part, any or att of the dssets of
the Company, at any time held in its name, or any receipt or compromise or
settlement agreement with respect to the accounts receivable and claims of the
Company.

(b) Officers

(1) Appointment. The Member may, by written action upon unanimous
approval, designate one or more persons to be officers of the Company. One
person may hold the offices and perform the duties of any two or more of said
offices. Any officer so designated shall have and may exercise, on behalf of
the Company and in its name, such rights and powers as may be designated
by the Member and such rights and powers as are otherwise necessary,
advisable, or convenient to the discharge of such officer's duties. The
Member may assign titles (including, without limitation, president; vice
president; secretary and treasurer) to any such officer. Subject to any specific
delegation of duties to such officer by the Member, if the title is one commonly
used for officers of a business corporation formed under the Alaska
Corporations Code, the assignment of such title shall constitute delegation to
such officer of the authority and duties that are normally associated with that
office, subject to any specific authority and duties set forth in the delegation.

(2) Term; Resignation; Removal. Each officer shall hold office until his or her
successor shall be duly designated and shall qualify, or until his or her death,
or until he or she shall resign or shall have been removed in the manner
hereinafter provided. Any officer may resign as such at any time. Such
resignation shall be made in writing and shall take effect at the time specified
in the resignation, or if no time is specified, at the time of its receipt by the
Company.

be liquidated as promptly as is consistent with obtaining its fair value. The proceeds

Prior to the admission of an additional Member,
this Agreement shall be amended to address the relative rights and obligations of the Members.

This Agreement may be amended, restated or modified from time to time upon the
unanimous consent of the Member.

10.1  Application of Alaska Law

10.4 Successors and Assigns

be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties and, to the extent permitted by th
Agreement, their respective successors and assigns.

10.5 Severability

After showing valid ID in the security vestibule, customers will be buzzed into the main retail area fo view available selections. When
ready for purchase, customers will approach the point of sale designated areas. Employees will fill the customers order and utilize an
approved point of sale system. The selection of product will be placed in required packaging according to regulations and given to the
customer. The facility has 2 doors for ingress and egress and they will remain locked at all times after business hours. No handling of
marijuana will occur except by the licensee, their employees or agents and not by visitors or customers. All marijuana will be kept in
restricted areas where no customers will have access to it. Video surveillance will record all entries, exits, the point of sale, and storage
rooms within the facility (except the restrooms).Tours and leisure visils will not be permitted within the licensed premises area or any
portion of the licensed facility including restricted areas. Any customer that needs access to any restricted areas in the licensed
premises must be 21 or older and show a vaild form of identification. Visitors and customers will be continuously monitored and anyone
without valid photo id will be refused entry. Customers must have a valid purpose to be escorted into restricted areas. All employees will
be trained to recognize fake or altered id, and will be given training to recognize id from other states and countries. Customers
permitted access to restricted areas, will log in, be escorted, and will wear an approved identification badge at all times. Canna Get
Haoov will have 1 emplovee per 5 visitors in accordance with applicable laws and AMCO regulations.

Visitors will be limited to pn_)tential customers or vendors supplying goods (3 AAC 306.710(c).
Canna Get Happy will use a multi-layered plan to prevent unauthorized access to the licensed premises.

The first layer involves signage. Canna Get Happy will post "Restricted Access Area" warning signs and additional signs that warn that
all visitors must be escorted at all entrances to the licensed premises. Canna Get Happy employees shall refuse to admit any person
who does not provide a form of vaild photographic identification that proves they are 21 years of age or older. People under 21 shall be
denied entry to the ficensed premises.

Employees will receive training on detecting fake identification and the signs that an otherwise valid identification card has been altered.
The visitor's log will be filled out for visitors. Information on the visitor's log includes: visitor's name; the date; time in/out, purpose of
visit; visitor's signature; the employee escort's name and badge number. A badge will be given to each visitor and must be wom at all
times while in the facility. People who present take, expired, stolen or tampered identification shall also be denied entry. Cont. Pg 11

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All restricted areas will have signs prominently marked “Restricted access area. Visitors must be escorted” (3 AAG 306.710(b)). Visitors are admitted into
the premises in accordance with (3AAC 306.710(C)). All visitors are required to provide a valid form of photo identification as described in 3 AAC
306.350 verifying age and identity before entering the retail store or a restricted access area. Employees are frained fo properly authenticate
identification for and check accuracy. If any of the documentation even appears to be fraudulent, altered, or invalid, the individual will not be allowed
entry and will be directed to leave the premises. All employees receive training on verification of valid identification and the signs of altered cards.
Visitors fo the premises will be supervised at all times by an authorized employee. No mare than five (5) visitors will be allowed in a restricted area per
each employee or licensee at a time as described in 3 AAC 306.710(b).The visitor logbook will record the visitor'’s name, time on entry and departure,
and the purpose of the visit. Visitor’s ID number and badge will be required to be worn at all times while upon premises. Badges will be returned at the
end of visit and will be accounted for at the end of each visit by the responsible employee. The visitor log book is held in a secured cabinet, available for
inspection at all times (last 6 months onsite and older records archived and available on request as can be accommodated within 3 days). The applicant
requires all visitors to call ahead and establish a reason, and an appointment at the facility before they arrive. Upon arrival, an employee escort, in
addition to requesting and verifying identification, will issue a visitor's badge and provide instruction on sanitation requirements (3 AAC 306.735) and
prohibitions on touching cannabis products or equipment and remaining at all times with the employee escort. The employee escort is required to remain
with the visitor and is responsible for documenting the time the visitor leaves and retrieving the visitor badge. The visitor policy should apply to all facility
visitors inciuding, but not limited to, contractors, wholesale vendors, customers, and delivery drivers. Cultivators, extractors, and delivery personnel
delivering cannabis products will be required to provide a valid marijuana handlers card, an identification badge from their marijuana establishment, and
licensing information after which time they will receive a visitor badge and be escorted by an authorized employee at all times.

We utilize a combination of policies'and procedures developed by an outside security expert and a state-of-the-art security alarm
system with 24-hour video surveillance equipment to protect the facility against diversion, theft, and access of the premises by
individuals under the age of 21 years. The security system is monitored 24/7. The alarm system will include CCTYV, motion detectors
and window breakage detectors. We will have 24/7 online access to the security system via smart phone and intemet applications. The
security system will monitor all areas of point of entry and include but not limited to ingress and egress, windows, security areas, and
restricted areas. Each supervisor will receive training on the procedure as part of the routine security processes for operating during the
day and closing the facility after business hours. The alarm system will be monitored by a third-party security firm. In the event that an
alarm Is triggered, the third-party security firm will notify law enforcement. In accordance with 3 AAC 306. 720(e), the licensee or
another senior employee will notify the Alcohol & Marijuana Control Office staff as soon as reasonably practicable, but not more than 24
hours after any unauthorized access to the facility or discovery of theft, diversion, of unexplained loss of marijuana, cannabis products,
or money from the licensed facility.

We will have exterior lighting to facilitate the exterior surveillance. We'll have a security system on each exterior door, exterior windows
and continuous video monitoring per 3 AAC 306.720. The entrance will be equipped with a buzz in mechanism for safety purposes for
use during business hours. All doors are equipped with commercial grade door locks.

in case of an unauthorized breach to the facility during non-business hours, the third-party security company will immediately notify
licensee and the employee manager via telephone and will aiso contact local law enforcement. Licensee and/or the employee manager
will contact local law enforcement as well. Licensee and employee managers will meet local law enforcement at the facility to evaluate
the cause of the alarm. After any break in or unexplained loss an Inventory will be immediately taken to determine actual loss.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Upon submittal of employment application, a thorough background investigation will be completed for each prospective employee. In
accord 3 AAC 306.715(c), we have a zero-tolerance policy for the diversion of marijuana and will not tolerate loitering. Upon
employment, an employee handbook will be provided each prospective employee requiring certification of having read it. The handbook
will have SOP (standard operational procedures) and rules of employment. In the rules, it will state that there are zero tolerance of any

In the event a lien is placed against
the Premises, through actions of the Lessee, Lessee will promptly pay the same or bond against the
same and take steps immediately to have such lien removed. If the Lessee fails to have the Lien
removed, the Lessor shall take steps to remove the lien and the Lessee shall pay Lessor for all
expenses related to the Lien and removal thereof and shall be in default of this Lease.

LICENSES AND PERMITS. A copy of any and all local, state or federal permits acquired by the
Lessee which are required for the use of the Premises shall be kept on-site at all times and shall be
readily accessible and produced to the Lessor and/or their agents or any local, state, or federal
officials upon demand.

MAINTENANCE. The Lessor shall be responsible for all repairs and maintenance due to normal
wear and tear on the Premises. Particularly items which need immediate attention including but not
limited to, the replacement of light bulbs, as well as the normal repair and cleaning of windows,
cleaning of bathrooms, clearing of toilets, etc. The Lessor shall properly maintain the premises ina
good, safe and clean condition and shall properly and promptly remove all rubbish and hazardous
wastes and see that the same are properly disposed of according to all local, state or federal laws,
rules regulations or ordinances.

Furthermore, the
Lessee shall not knowingly commit nor permit to be committed any act or thing contrary to the
rules and regulations prescribed from time to time by any federal, state or local authorities and shall
expressly not be allowed to keep or maintain any hazardous waste materials or contaminates on the
premises. Lessee shall also be responsible for the cost, if any, which would be incurred to bring her
contemplated operation and business activity into compliance with any law or regulation of a
federal, state or local authority.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS LAWS. Shall mean any and all federal, state, or local laws,
ordinances, rules, decrees, orders, regulations, or court decisions relating to hazardous substances,
hazardous materials, hazardous waste, toxic substances, environmental conditions on, under, or
about the Premises, the Building, or the Property, or soil and ground water conditions, including,
but not limited to, the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of
1980 (CERCLA), the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), the Hazardous Materials
Transportation Act, any other law or legal requirement concerning hazardous or toxic substances,
and any amendments to the foregoing.

LESSEE'S DEFAULT AND POSSESSION. In the event that the Lessee shall fail to pay said rent
and expenses as set forth herein, or any part thereof, when the same are due and payable, or shall
otherwise be in default of any other terms of said Lease for a period of more than 15 days, after
receiving notice of said default, then the parties hereto expressly agree and covenant that the Lessor
may declare the Lease terminated —

Lessor may at no time take possession of Lessee’s inventory or anything related to Cannabis. Lessee will
have 6 months to move out in the event of a disagreement.






LESSOR'S DEFAULT. The Lessee may send written notice to the Lessor stating duties or
obligations that have not been fulfilled under the full performance of this Lease Agreement. If said
duties or obligations have not been cured within 30 days from receiving such notice, unless the
Lessor needs to more time to cure or remedy such issue in accordance with standard industry
protocol, then the Lessor shall be in default of this I.ease Agreement.

If the Lessor should be in default the Lessee shall have the option to terminate this Lease
Agreement and be held harmless against any of its terms or obligations.

DISPUTES. If any dispute should arise in relation to this Lease Agreement the Lessor and Lessee
shall first negotiate amongst themselves in "good faith." Afterwards, if the dispute is not resolved
then the Lessor and Lessee shall seek mediation in accordance with the laws in the State of Alaska.
I the Lessor and Lessee fail to resolve the dispute through mediation then the American Arbitration
Association shall be used in accordance with their rules. Lessor and Lessee agree to the binding
effect of any ruling or judgment made by the American Arbitration Association.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Lessee hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the
Lessor harmless from any and all claims or liabilities which may arise from any-cause whatsoever
as a result of Lessee’s use and occupancy of the premises, and further shall indemnify the Lessor for
any losses which the Lessor may suffer in connection with the Lessee’s use and occupancy or care,
custody and control of the premises. The Lessee also hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify and
hold harmless the Lessor from any and all claims or liabilities which may arise from any latent
defects in the subject premises that the Lessor is not aware of at the signing of the lease or at any
time during the lease term.

BANKRUPTCY - INSOLVENCY. The Lessee agrees that in the event all or a substantial portion
of the Lessee’s assets are placed in the hands of a receiver or a Trustee, and such status continues
for a period of 30 days, or should the Lessee make an assignment for the benefit of creditors or be
adjudicated bankrupt, or should the Lessee institute any proceedings under the bankruptcy act or
any amendment thereto, then such Lease or interest in and to the leased premises shall not become
an asset in any such proceedings and, in such event, and in addition to any and all other remedies of
the Lessor hereunder or by law provided, it shall be lawful for the Lessor to declare the term hereof
ended and to re-enter the leased land and take possession thereof and all improvements thereon and
to remove all persons therefrom and the Lessee shall have no further claim thereon.

SUBORDINATION AND ATTORNMENT. Upon request of the Lessor, Lessee will subordinate
its rights hereunder to the lien of any mortgage now or hereafter in force against the property or any
portion thereof, and to all advances made or hereafter to be made upon the security thereof, and to
any ground or underlying lease of the property provided, however, that in such case the holder of
such mortgage, or the Lessor under such Lease shall agree that this Lease shall not be divested or in
any way affected by foreclosure, or other default proceedings under said mortgage, obligation
secured thereby, or Lease, so long as the Lessee shall not be in default under the terms of this Lease.
Lessee agrees that this Lease shall remain in full force and effect notwithstanding any such default
proceedings under said mortgage or obligation secured thereby.

Lessee shall, in the event of the sale or assignment of Lessor’s interest in the building of which the
Premises form a part, or in the event of any proceedings brought for the foreclosure of, or in the
event of exercise of the power of sale under any mortgage made by Lessor covering the Premises,
attorn to the purchaser and recognize such purchaser as Lessor under this Lease.

USAGE BY LESSEE. Lessee shall comply with all rules, regulations and laws-of any
governmental authority with respect to use and occupancy. Lessee shall not conduct or permit to be
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conducted upon the premises any business or permit any act which is contrary to or in violation of
any law, rules or regulations and requirements that may be imposed by any authority or any
insurance company with which the premises is insured, nor will the Lessee allow the premises to be
used in any way which will invalidate or be in conflict with any insurance policies applicable to the
building. In no event shall explosives or extra hazardous materials be taken onto or retained on the
premises. Furthermore, Lessee shall not install or use any equipment that will cause undue
interference with the peaceable and quiet enjoyment of the premises by other Lessees of the
building.

SIGNAGE. Lessee shall not place on any exterior door, wall or window of the premises any sign or
advertising matter without Lessor’s prior written consent and the approval of the local municipality.
Thereafter, Lessee agrees to maintain such sign or advertising matter as first approved by Lessor in
good condition and repair. Furthermore, Lessee shall conform to any uniform reasonable sign plan
or policy that the Lessor may introduce with respect to the building.

The Lessee represents that Lessee has inspected the premises and is leasing
and will take possession of the premises with all current fixtures present in their “as is” condition as
of the date hereof.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITY ACT. Per 42 U.S. Code § 12183 if the Lessee is using the
Premises as a public accommodation (e.g. restaurants, shopping centers, office buildings) or there
are more than 15 employees the Premises must provide accommodations and access to persons with
disabilities that is equal or similar to that available to the general public.
