Regulatory Compliance: Our establishment Is committed to adhering strictly to state and local regulations, as 
stipulated In 3 AAC 306.380 and 3 AAC 306.715. This includes following all applicable public health, fire, and 
safety laws and maintaining control over the area around the exterior window, ensuring it does not encroach 
on public property.


Security Systems: Installation of high-quality alarm systems, reinforced locks, and a secure window design to 
prevent unauthorized access.


Staff Training: Regular training on security protocols to ensure staff vigilance and readiness to respond to 
security threats.


Control of the Exterior Area:
Area Demarcation: Clear demarcation of the area outside the window for customer queuing and traffic flow.


Monitoring: Regular monitoring by staff to manage queues, ensure compliance, and address any issues 
promptly. The video surveillance cameras will cover the exterior of the pick-up window and surrounding area 
as the employee verifying the photo ID and performing the transaction in the store. All video records will be 
stored in compliance with 3 AAC 306.720. 


Emergency and Incident Response:
Procedures: Establishment of clear procedures for emergency responses and incident reporting, Including 
Immediate notification of authorities in case of security breaches.


Manual ID Checks: Budtenders will be responsible for manually checking each customer's ID to confirm age 
and authenticity. Our staff will verify that each person in a vehicle at the exterior window is 21 years of age 
or older, unless the person is the consumer's own child, grandchild or ward who is not older than seven 
years of age seated or otherwise required by local or state law to be seated in a car seat or booster seat. 


Training: Staff will receive comprehensive training to recognize valid Identification documents and Identify 
potential forgeries. All sales will occur within the licensed premises by a method approved under 3 AAC 
306.380. 


Record-Keeping: A log of verified IDs for each transaction will be maintained to demonstrate compliance with 
age verification regulations.


Refusal Protocol: Clear procedures will be In place for refusing service and documenting Instances where IDs 
cannot be verified or appear fraudulent.


Product Display and Transaction Security:


Secure Display: Cannabis products will be securely displayed inside the store, visible but not directly 
accessible to customers at the window.


Pass-Through System: A secure transaction system will be used for the safe exchange of products and 
funds.
Transactions will occur on the retail's POS system, which will be located safely Inside the establishment well 
beyond the reach of any customer. Customers can place orders on-line through an app or in person at the 
window, but all orders will be paid for in person by the consumer placing the order. The menu can be found 
through an app or a menu will be offered on site, but no marijuana products will be displayed at the exterior 
window.
