These will be monitored 24/7 by a third party security firm (Cardoso
Integrated Security) In event of an unauthorized breach, a member of the managerial staff will
attempt to access the camera feeds remotely to ascertain whether or not it is a false alarm. In the
case of a false alarm, the security system would be remotely disabled.

In the case of unauthorized access, police would be contacted while the perpetrator is kept under
surveillance remotely for evidence purposes. Management will contact the Department of

Additionally, there will be weekly audits of the weight and counts compared against the weeks sales
to catch any discrepancies.

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LICENSES AND PERMITS. A copy of any and all local, state or federal permits acquired by the
Lessee which are required for the use of the Premises shall be kept on-site at all times and shall be
readily accessible and produced to the Lessor and/or their agents or any local, state, or federal
officials upon demand.
