Three Sisters, LLC, a Retail Marijuana Store, is requesting approval of amendment(s) to its 
operating plan. Attached is MJ-15 Operating Plan Change application, and current operating plan. 
Additionally, attached is an MJ-14 if needed as reference. Per Approval of this MJ-15 the MJ-14 is 
currently pending review by AMCO enforcement.  
   
This application was tabled from the June 26th, 2024, meeting by the MCB board requesting 
additional diagrams be provided before approval of the Operating Plan Change.

Dear Honorable members of the Marijuana Control Board, 


This letter is in response to the in-depth conversation that was had during the June MCB 
meeting and the concerns that were voiced by board members. 


A brief background on this application – On September 14, 2021 my office, on behalf of 
Wildflower, initiated an onsite consumption endorsement for their existing retail marijuana store 
with the unique idea of using an airstream as the onsite consumption area. On December 7, 2021 
the onsite consumption endorsement application was submitted to the AMCO office and placed in 
the queue to be reviewed by an examiner. After five follow ups over the next 8 months, Director 
Wilson sent an email on August 17, 2022 that she was helping with the AMCO queue and handling 
the on-site consumption applications and that she had a couple of questions that were resolved 
internally and it was her aim to have this application on the September MCB agenda. The Director 
email was followed by confirmation that the application should be on the September MCB agenda, 
and that the Director was working on it from the regulations specialist/acting program director 
Jane Sawyer two days later. On August 20, Director Wilson sent an email with 4 questions: 1st 
question was regarding smoking and ventilation/HVAC plans that were not submitted, 2nd question 
was a request for clarification on diagrams 1 & 2 to show the walkway/pathway from the store to 
the trailer and to clarify the building on the diagrams, 3rd question was regarding the lease in regard 
to sole right of possession to the outside where the “airstream” was placed and 4th question was a 
request for details how the airstream was a “freestanding building”, how is the airstream trailer 
considered a building and if it qualified as a building under local government operating code. On 
December 2, 2022 my office submitted the responses to Director Wilson’s August 20th email with 
a response letter (attached), HVAC plans, updated diagrams and a lease amendment. On December 
6th, we received confirmation that the onsite consumption endorsement application would be on 
the upcoming MCB agenda and on December 27th, 2022 we received the complete application 
letter (attached) with the December 13-14, 2022 MCB approval with delegation to the director to 
issue once they received all approvals. 
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After MCB approval of the original onsite consumption airstream plans, Janiese Stevens 
diligently began working with the City of Kodiak to get local government approval and a building 
permit. Unbeknown to us at the time of application, the City of Kodiak considers the airstream and 
does not allow for “temporary buildings” per code 17.60.070(D)(6) b. Mobile homes, recreational 
vehicles, campers, and travel trailers are not permitted to be used as an ADU (Accessory Dwelling 
Units). We began working on options to meet code with the airstream to no avail. Janiese, one of 
the licensees, found a “Kiosk” hereinafter “small structure”, that meets city enforced codes (City 
of Kodiak & Kodiak Island Borough Building Codes – Building & Structural as outlined under 
Chapter 3 – Occupancy Classification and Use in the Commercial 2021 IBC – 303.1.1 Small 
buildings and tenant spaces), and contacted my office to update the onsite consumption 
endorsement from the previously approved airstream to the City of Kodiak approved small 
structure. 


This brings us to today. During the June MCB meeting board members voiced concerns 
regarding the change from a camping trailer (airstream) to a small structure. Some of the concerns 
and clarifications on the concerns are: 


- MCB Concern: The site plan layout showing the fence surrounding the onsite
consumption area will cut off traffic flow in and out of the parking lot. JDW: The site
plan was confusing, and we understand the concern. After the last meeting my office
and licensee Janiese Stevens worked closely with Determine Design to work on an
accurate and detailed site plan for the proposed use (attached). Photos below of
driveways, ditches and fence for clarity.
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MCB Concern: The swap from an airstream to a smaller structure was concerning, the 
intent of the onsite consumption area had more room for customers in the airstream and 
that the small structure is completely different. JDW: The swap from the airstream to 
the small structure was not what the licensee wanted, licensees have to abide by city 
code and city code does not allow for an airstream, there were multiple code concerns 
such as; ceiling height, floor weight limits, doorway, etc., city code and the Commercial 
IBC 2021, does allow for a small structure and is in compliance with public health and 
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safety. We would give the board the difference in capacity limits however, the IBC 
recommends a certain number of inches of doorway per occupant for business uses, the 
airstream doesn’t meet city code specifically for this reason so occupancy cannot be 
calculated, we can say as a camping trailer, the airstream specifications for 
personal use allowed for 8 people to sleep. The small structure has capacity for 8 
individuals and complies with city and IBC 2021 code. 


- MCB Concern: Who is in the small structure? What are they doing? How many people 
are in there? What is the mode of operation? Is there a service counter? We need 
answers to these questions. JDW: As mentioned infra, there is a maximum capacity of 
8 people in the small structure, not taking into account the customers sitting on the 
outdoor deck. Any person in the small structure or on the outdoor deck will be there to 
utilize the onsite consumption area while enjoying the Kodiak summer as this onsite 
consumption area will only be open during the summer months, potentially spring and 
fall as well if the weather allows. Customers who want to gain access to the onsite 
consumption area will purchase onsite consumption stickered product from the retail 
store before being allowed access to the onsite consumption area. Customers have their 
ID verified at the retail point of sale dedicated to onsite consumption, only products 
intended for onsite consumption will be allowed in the consumption area, products will 
have particular stickers or color-coded packaging that will allow for an employee to 
easily recognize marijuana or marijuana products that were purchased for the 
consumption area and marijuana and marijuana products that were not. All marijuana 
or marijuana products that are left by customers in the consumption area will be quickly 
cleaned up and disposed of in a manner compliant with regulations. No smoking is 
allowed on the outdoor patio. The mode of operations for this change is detailed in the 
MJ-15 operating plan change and corresponding MJ-28b onsite consumption 
endorsement operating plan that was submitted to AMCO.


- MCB Concern: We need clear information on how the small structure would function 
as an on-site consumption area, it’s not clear, there is no furniture, no counter, there’s 
no nothing, it’s just a box with a door. JDW: We have worked with the licensee and 
their architect, the new plans and photos provided should give the board a clear 
understanding of the intent and layout of this proposed onsite consumption 
endorsement.


This is a new venture for this licensee and for the city of Kodiak, the licensee chose a small 
structure (originally the airstream) to test the waters of an onsite consumption facility and whether

I would very much like to declare this application complete for board consideration, but can you help me with a few
questions:


 


1. Since consumption is permitted by smoking, I did net see your ventilations plans prepared by a licensed
mechanical engineer. Please re-send if I missed them.


2. I understand this is a separate airstream trailer. Please describe and demonstrate by your drawings how this
area is “separated by walls and a secure door” and “must only have access from the retail marijuana store.” 3
AAC 306.370(e)(1).  Unless I am mistaken, this will be question of first impression for the board regarding
whether the customer can walk outside (granted within the licensed premises) to access the onsite
consumption area. Diagram 1 & 2 do not appear to show the walkway/pathway from the store to the trailer or
show the outside exterior wall of the retail store. There is a large black, long rectangular block in the drawing. I
am uncertain if this is the building. Any clarification would be appreciated.


3. I will review the lease, but in the meanwhile, can you ensure me the licensee has a sole right of possession to
the outside area in which the airstream is placed.


4. Please also detail how the airstream is a “freestanding building,” particularly how is the airstream trailer
considered a building and does it qualify as a building under local government operating code.

Wildflowers consumption space will be equipped with a 24-hour monitoring alarm system and video 
surveillance to maintain the security of the consumption space. The alarm system will be set up to 
monitor for intrusions with motion detectors, glass break sensors and door sensors. If triggered, an 
automatic electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as to Janiese's cell 
phone and/or a manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter the potential intruders. 
Live security footage will also be accessible to Janiese or a manager via their cellular phones so 
they may keep an eye on the consumption area even when they are away. Only after a person has 
shown their valid photo identification to a Wildflower consumption area employee will they be 
allowed access into the consumption area. 


2.2. Describe how you will prevent diversion of marijuana and marijuana product from your consumption area: 


All marijuana and marijuana product will be transferred and tracked in Metre. This will ensure that there 
will be no inversion or diversion of marijuana or marijuana product from or into the consumption area. 
All marijuana and/or marijuana products will be securely stored in the restricted access area. 
Customers will not be able to access those products unless purchased through a Wildflower 
consumption employee. Consumers wishing to purchase marijuana or marijuana product to consume in 
the consumption area will do so from the retail area point of sale. Only marijuana products intended for 
onsite consumption will be available for the consumption area. Wildflower may offer 
non-marijuana products as well for the consumption area. Wildflower will utilize particular stickers or 
color coded packaging that will allow an employee to easily recognize marijuana or marijuana products 
that were purchased for the consumption area and marijuana or marijuana products that were not. All 
marijuana or marijuana products that are left by customers in the consumption area will be quickly 
cleaned up and disposed of in a manner that is compliant with 3 AAC 306. 7 40.

4.1. Describe the policies and procedures that will be used to monitor overconsumption of marijuana or marijuana product: 


Wildflower will provide additional specific consumption training to the employees who apply for these 
positions. Employees will be trained in how to converse with customers when they are purchasing 
marijuana or marijuana products for consumption in the consumption area. Wildflower employees shall 
provide all information available to assist (if needed) all customers in understanding their tolerance 
levels so that the customer does not over-consume. Wildflower employees will be extensively trained 
on quantity limitations, signs of impairment and over-consumption. Wildflower will not sell more than 
one gram of marijuana bud or flower to any one person per day, no more than 25 mg of THC of edible 
product to any one person per visit and up to .3 grams of concentrates to be consumed using a vaping 
device in the consumption space. Wildflower's employees will pay close attention to all customers in 
the consumption area via video monitoring and watch for signs of impairment, if an employee notices 
that a customer has over-consumed, the employee will assist the customer in arranging a ride and 
ensure the customer enters the vehicle to get home safely.

Wildflower has a disposal plan for marijuana flower/bud and marijuana edible waste that is not 
consumed and left behind in the consumption area. The marijuana bud/flower or edible waste will be 
immediately collected by a staff member and stored in the marijuana waste locked container for 
three days prior to rendering it unusable by mixing with compostable and non-compostable materials 
such as food waste, cardboard, paper, yard waste, vegetable oil, etc. (as per MJ-03 operating plan 
supplemental). It is Wildflower's policy that all marijuana and marijuana products purchased for 
onsite consumption are packaged in accordance with 3 AAC 306.345 if a customer wants to take 
their unconsumed marijuana edibles or marijuana flower/bud off the onsite licensed premises.

Wildflower understands the importance of preventing inversion of marijuana and marijuana products 
into the consumption area that are not purchased from the point of sale located in the consumption 
area. Wildflower will ensure that, at the time of purchase, the Wildflower employee assisting the 
customer will provide the Wildflower policies outlining the strict enforcement that no outside 
marijuana or marijuana product may be consumed in the consumption area and the repercussions 
that will be enforced if a customer does not comply. If Wildflower finds that a customer attempts to 
consume marijuana or marijuana product from a source other than the marijuana bud/flower, edibles 
or concentrates purchased from the consumption area, a Wildflower employee will ask the customer 
to leave the facility and store any marijuana product that they have on them in their vehicle or 
dispose of it prior to completing the transaction. Wildflower employees will be diligent and pay close 
attention to ensure that only products purchased for onsite consumption are consumed in the 
consumption area and to differentiate from the non-consumption area. Wildflower will utilize either 
stickers or color coded packaging that will allow an employee to easily decipher marijuana/marijuana 
products purchased in the consumption area. 


6.2 Describe your policies and procedures to ensure that marijuana from your retail marijuana store that is not intended for onsite 


consumption is not introduced into your consumption area: 


Wildflower will have separate product codes for onsite consumption sales in the point of sale system 
in the retail store. Wildflower will also implement either color coded packaging or distinct stickers 
that will allow an employee to easily identify marijuana products that were purchased from the retail 
store and/or the consumption area. The combination of product code sales with color coded 
packaging or distinct stickers will assist in ensuring that products purchased for onsite consumption 
are consumed in the consumption area and products purchased in the retail store are not consumed 
in the consumption area.
